Please write a literature essay which focuses on your ability to critically analyse secondary texts. 

The literature essay should be more than just a summary of the literature. You should use secondary texts to arrive at a critical answer of your own to the prompt, and your main aim should be to establish your answer argumentatively. The prompt is deliberately broad to allow you to pick a particular strand of argument to engage with.

Citations: For this essay, please use a Chicago-style citation. Page references should be given in footnotes. Please do not use endnotes.

What is the biggest objection to Nozick’s Wilt Chamberlain argument? Can it be defended against this objection?

Readings: Cohen, Self-ownership, Freedom, and Equality (1995), chapters 1 and 2.
